This Notice of Denial of Parental Access can be filed with the court to affirmatively place in the public record specific instances of visitation denial. A separate notice may be filed every time there is a fresh denial. After a while, chronic denials may produce a thick court file which may assist in subsequent contempt or modification actions. As can be seen by reading this form, it is especially effective when preceded by use of a "Notice of Exercise of Parental Rights" available), which is served well in advance upon the access-denying parent and also filed with the court at that time), so that the access-denyer can't claim to have had no notice of intent. Also mentioned in this format is the use of witnesses, such as a friend or relative, or a Police "Civil Standby". The Police will not enforce visitation, but they can be asked to be present to "keep the peace" during an attempted exercise of parental rights. They make good witnesses later if access is denied or if threats or other bad language is used at the scene by the access-denier.
