A large number of fathers report that the "X" often resorts to all sorts of blackmail and extortion. i.e. expect anything from the "X", at any time, during the divorce process. Most literature that you will find in the system is going to be pro mother and will usually describe you, the father, as an abuser. This is a complete outrage as women are more abusive than men in most domestic situations although they would have you believe that it is exactly the opposite.  "X"'s use the system to extort money from you, the father, in the form of child support, property and maintenance.  Most "X"'s attempt to get whatever they can get. Fight hard from the beginning to avoid setting up any sort of precedent.

ONE FATHERS STORY-ANATOMY OF A DIVORCE
Due to my own divorce, my ex-wife's need to find herself, and my children's right to have a full time parent, I spent a year raising my chil​dren-then ages 3 and 5 as a single parent. I still look back on it as one of the best years of my life. I quit my job, working outside the home just four hours a day and got into full time parenting. I lost interest in my career. My career just wasn't as important as getting breakfast ready for my son and daughter, having birthday parties, spending quiet time with each child separately in the evenings and listening to the accounts of their day, observing their new ideas and new friends, watching their personalities develop, playing games and trading recipes with other care taking par​ents, all mothers at that time except for me. At the same time, my ex-father-in-law was busy warring against me, using up his life savings and even spying on me through a co-worker who had once worked with him.  Despite some experience with the court system in the past, with a great rec​ord at that, I heeded the advice, "He who represents him​self has a fool for a client and a jackass for a lawyer."  In the matter of my divorce, I relied totally on my attorney. My attorney accepted a $5,000 retainer; a mere pittance compared to the fortune spent by my ex-wife's father-a $25,000 non-refundable retainer plus a $25,000 non-refundable bonus which did not include an hour of work and ultimately, with five lawyers not counting mine, or the ad-litem law​yers, a total which was somewhere between $150,000 and $250,000, ac​cording to the testimony presented at the first major trial.  Thousands of dollars worth of fees were incurred before the first trial, $6,000 in fees were charged by ad litem attorneys, and additional thousands were squan​dered for years of extra litigation. In the beginning, I tried to settle with my ex-wife, offering her all of our approximate $250,000 estate, joint custody, and substantial child support. We spent six hours together discussing and negotiating. We finally agreed on everything.  The next day, her attorney, worried that something might be slipping through his fingers, talked her into breaking our deal. Throughout the initial litigation, which lasted a year, lawyers on both sides encouraged war. After the divorce, litigation continued for another five years. Suits were filed against me for such outrages as allegedly al​lowing the kids to color on a wall in the hallway. The filing fees on the suit exceeded the cost of painting a wall over.

The ensuing litigation lasted five years, in which I spent more than $20,000.  Apparently my ex-father-in-law, who had spent considerably more, con​cluded that he could not afford to fight anymore. The ex and I, however, have since become reasonably cordial.  My career was destroyed. My sav​ings were eliminated. I had to cover thousands of dollars in community debts and checks that bounced when my spouse pulled the money out of the checking account on advice of her attorney.  I had to pay the legal fees resulting from the five-year battle. As a result of this experience and my observations of other victims of divorce both male and female I have some strong convictions about American divorce and American divorce lawyers.
