As an independent privately funded organization, the NATIONAL BROTHERHOOD OF FATHERS RIGHTS believes that fathers must reestablish themselves as the backbone of the American family and that fathers must protect their "time-honored" positions by fighting against unequal treatment in an increasingly morally decadent society. 

The goal of the NATIONAL BROTHERHOOD OF FATHERS RIGHTS is to provide every father that so desires information on how to protect their positions in the family by first, working out differences, thereby encouraging families to remain intact, and second, to help fathers gain equal rights with their children when unity is not possible. 

The NATIONAL BROTHERHOOD OF FATHERS RIGHTS finds that Fathers need a "track" to run on; acquiring "informational models" to teach them what has worked well for others in similar circumstances.  This process provides a sense of well‑being and protection for all family members; including the father.

Printed information, taken from the public record on both the federal and state levels, is available including copies of successful complaints, briefs, memoranda, motions, and trial briefs.  Additionally, "pro-father" attorney/counselor referrals are provided upon request.  Other useful information, including mediation techniques and strategies, can help settle matters out of court.  

The NATIONAL BROTHERHOOD OF FATHERS RIGHTS does not suggest any particular strategy or technique nor does it give legal advice. Divorce is not encouraged nor is unnecessary litigation with "X" spouses; however, the organization does provide "hard‑to‑get" information on all domestic relations areas that are important to fathers.

For years now Fathers have been "conned" by the people in power, and/or those who seek power, (i.e. those persons that are part of the system), into giving their money and even their freedom to "higher values" (taking care of the children -- you know the old slogan "Child Support Pays"). This false ideology is quite unrelated to a Fathers own self-interests and those of his children. It is important, however, to support your children and to take care of them. Look all around you, every place you read, in magazines, in newspapers, everything you see on television and hear on the radio leads a Father to believe that he is no longer needed by society and merely perceived as "a wallet with legs".  A Father has all but been removed from the family unit.  The really sad part is that it's in vogue to think that this is, somehow, OK!  Even our political leaders refers to us as "Dead-beat Dads". Simply Unbelievable!

Even some of your friends will tell you that you're "screwed", "The Mother's going to get the kids", You've got to pay support", "There's nothing you can do". "Attorney's cost a fortune". "Just get on with your life".  Among other such negative statements. You know what we mean! Those Fathers that become aware of the con and attempt to do something about it, are labelled "trouble makers" and depending upon the time and circumstances will be ostracized, jailed, emotionally tortured, or even killed. The threat of Fathers acting in their own best and rational self-interests strikes BIG BROTHER as ominous and dangerous, and they try (usually with great success) to con Fathers into believing that personal sacrifice, self deprivation, service and subordination to the system is the only virtuous and respectable way to live.  The possibility that a Father will not accept the pronunciations of authority, is labeled anarchy and strongly discouraged.   Rejection of group values is cause for the most severe punishments. (like being jailed for being behind in child support through no fault of your own. i.e. your non compliance with the child support order was not "willful" -- not your fault) This condition has meant that the system is methodically suppressing and destroying its most original and talented members of society. i.e. the Backbone of Society, the Father.

Where would you like to live?  Who do you want to live with? Among people that respect you as a Father?  People who do not try to force you into an uncomfortable financial positions?  (Wage Garnishments) People who do not expect of you conduct which you do not feel is in your and your childrens' best interests? Do you want a second relationship and/or family? Emotional stability? Some degree of financial stability? If you are an individual of self-confidence, or are willing to gain some self-confidence through knowledge, you belong in the above described group. Unfortunately, the vast, overwhelming majority of Fathers are followers, mere sheep with no particular desire (other than wishful thinking) for freedom, nor any wish to be allowed to think for themselves or provide for themselves and their children.  Quite frankly, Fathers are in the predicament they're in, for the most part, because, in one way or another, we've let some women and the system, a.k.a BIG BROTHER, do it to us.  We've been content just accepting our fate by letting those in power make all the decisions and tell us what to do.   We do not make the time to educate ourselves, stay aggressive, and FIGHT BACK! Now, don't get the wrong picture, we're certainly the last ones that would pick on Fathers; however, if the last couple of paragraphs describe you, then read no further. No one can help you!

We're talking here about a "mind set problem", guys.  If you let them, people will screw with your mind. Don't let it happen!   There is something you can do!  FIGHT BACK!!!  This is the founding basis of the NATIONAL BROTHERHOOD OF FATHERS RIGHTS. "FIGHTING BACK THROUGH EDUCATED EFFORTS" If, however, you doubt your ability to blindly follow, submit, and allow BIG BROTHER to remove you from your family......read on! "Conned" is a colorful American expression. It comes from the phrase, "Confidence Game".  A person who wants to do you out of some money will devise some ploy to gain your confidence.   For instance State agencies publish literature outlining that you should support your family by letting them take, exceedingly high, amounts of child support from your paycheck each month, leaving you little to live on. ("Child Support Pays!")   If this isn't a "Con Game" we don't know what is!  The NATIONAL BROTHERHOOD OF FATHERS RIGHTS believes that you should support your children; but, both parents should be required to support their children and the obligor should be left "reasonable" sums of money with which to live on, after the payments of said support, with his self respect and emotional and financial stability intact!

The NATIONAL BROTHERHOOD OF FATHERS RIGHTS, through it's myriad of publications, resources, attorney referrals, sample case studies, and self-help literature, can show you how to FIGHT BACK. You may think that you'd rather turn your case over to an experienced attorney, who is trained to gather and present evidence in court. But a modern-day reality is that, if you're a father, it sometimes doesn't make economic sense to hire a lawyer, or you simply can't find one that isn't Pro Mother. Unfortunately, with fees charged by lawyers commonly running in excess of $150-$180 an hour, you may not be able to hire one.
